Stretching from Belfast Lough to Lough Foyle the
Causeway Coast and Glens s a unique area full of
contrasts and dramatic landscapes which have
inspired the history, the culture, the folkloreand a
legend of giants.

This landscape of ‘great wonder and beauty’ includes
the Giant's Causeway & Causeway Coast WHS,
Northern Ireland’s only World Heritage Site and one

of onlythreeinthe entireisland of Ireland. The area
includes three Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty:
the Causeway Coast AONB, the Antrim Coast and Glens
AONB, and the Binevenagh AONB.

The Causeway Coast and Glens Heritage Trust areaalso
encompasses a small northern section of the Sperrins
AONB.
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The Antrim Coast & Glens AONB was

designatedin 1988 under the Nature Conservation and
Amenity Lands (NI) Order. It includes RathlinIsland,
the Glens of Antrim and the coastal area between Larne
and Ballycastle. Thereis no doubt this area contains
some of the most beautiful and varied scenery in
NorthernIreland.

The areais dominated by the Antrim Plateaurising to
over 500mand cut by fast flowing rivers to form a series
of picturesque glens running eastand

north-east towards the sea. Above all the Antrim Coast
and Glens AONB is an area of contrasts with Northern
Ireland's only inhabited offshoreisland, gentle bays
and valleys, dramatic headlands, farmland and the
wild open expanse of moorland on the plateau. Added
tothis the area has along settlement history with
many important archaeological sites, listed buildings,
historic monuments and conservation areas.

Richin folklore, it has a strong cultural heritage and
close associations with Scotland. Ona clear day there
arefine views eastwards to the Scottish Islands and
the Mull of Kintyre which is only 12.4 mile away from
Torr Head.

BINEVENAGH

Binevenagh AONB was designatedin 2006. Thisis a
re-designation and extension of the area previously
designatedin1966 as the North Derry AONB.

The distinctive headland of Binevenagh withits
dramatic cliffs marks the western limit of the Antrim
basalt plateau. From here there are spectacular
panoramic views of Magilligan, Inishowen and of Islay
and Jurain Scotland. The AONB includes some of the
finest beaches and dune systems in Ireland together
with the small seaside resort of Castlerock. The flat
alluvial plain near Lough Foyle isimportant for arable
farming whereas the upland area, characterised by
open moor land and forestry, is more suited to sheep
farming.

In addition, Binevenagh AONB has a colourful cultural
and an outstanding built and archaeological heritage
whichincludes many listed buildings and scheduled
monuments. Visitors have the opportunity to take
partinawide range of recreational activity including
walking, cycling, swimming, orienteering, angling and
gliding. This, together with the easy access by road,
rail, air and sea, has helped to establish Binevenagh
AONB as one of Northern Ireland’s most popular visitor
destinations.
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Extending for 18.6 mile along the North Antrim Coast

the Causeway Coast AONB has a wide variety of different
landscapesincluding the Giant's Causeway and Causeway
Coast World Heritage Site. The western part of the AONB
is characterised by an extensive dune system at East
Strand. It alsoincludes adramatic stretch of alternating
white chalk and black basalt cliffs. Dunluce Castle forms
aspectacularlandmark with views of Donegal and the
Skerries tothe north.

Contrasting with this wild coastal scenery are the gentler
landscapes of the Bush valley with its mixed farmland,
woodland and the historic village of Bushmills. Moving
east the coastline around the Giant's Causeway and
Causeway Coast World Heritage Site has been heavily
eroded into a series of small rocky bays and headlands.

Here the land is farmed right to the very edge of the cliffs
which plunge dramatically down to sea level.

Towards Ballintoy, limestone and basalt cliffs again
dominate the landscape and there are breathtaking views
of White Park Bay and Sheep Island. The duneland system
at White Park Bay has national importance. Further east
Carrick-a-Rede Rope Bridge is one of Northern Ireland's
top visitor attractions.

Therugged coastal scenery around Kinbane has steep
basalt cliffs and there are spectacular views north toIslay
and Rathlin Island. This area is characterised by rough
grassland, dry-stone walls, bogland and gorse (known
locally as ‘whin’)
